Explanation 

The new banner is a Pentecost 

banner.  The red represents the 

church liturgical color for 

Pentecost and the Dove 

represents the Holy Spirit 

coming down onto the church.   

Pentecost banners typically hang 

during the Day of Pentecost but 

may be displayed throughout the 

"ordinary," post-Pentecost 

season of the church. 

 

The Season after Pentecost, is 

also called Ordinary Time, it 

begins the day after Pentecost 

and ends the day before the First 

Sunday of Advent.  It may 

include twenty–three to twenty–

eight Sundays, depending on the 

date of Easter, but the first 

Sunday is always Trinity 

Sunday, and the last Sunday is 

always the Sunday of the Reign 

of Christ or Christ the King.  The 

basic liturgical color for the 

season is green, symbolizing 

growth in Christ.
